BOARD NEWS & REPORTS

While we had a great summer, this does
not mean that we didn’t get a lot of work
accomplished here in our Association.
One important issue we resolved was
turning down the offer to have our CLCA
property used for access to an oil well.
We were the only one of five adjoining
properties that refused to sign with the
Gonzoil Company. We felt this decision
was in the best interest of our residents.
The oil well and equipment you may
have noticed up near our entranceway is
not on our property. Another important
development is that a Lake Task Force
was formed to try and resolve the ever
present issues of our beautiful lake and its
collapsing wall. This group is headed by
Terri Kmieck and is made up of con-
cerned home and condo owners, some
of whom are Engineers or Contractors,

who wish to see the lake wall repaired
properly and aesthetically. They have
been getting bids and working with
the City Engineer to make sure all work
is done by code. In addition, we have
been getting estimates from several
insurance companies to see if money
can be saved on our property insurance
without losing any important coverage.
Finances continue to be a big concern,
and we have cut expenses tremen-
dously all year in numerous categories
of the budget. Many residents have
stepped up to volunteer for jobs that
had previously been paid positions, and
this is reflected in our financials. We
have been exploring the option of
going to a parttime management
contract to cut costs. We have also
been interviewing accounting compa-

nies to keep our books in order and take
over some of the monthly accounting
services necessary to keep our Associa-
tion running efficiently. The pool was
officially closed for the season on Sep-
tember 29, and we received positive
feedback on our decision to keep it
open for limited hours throughout the
month of September. We are working
with Metro Pools on a few service issues
that occurred over the pool season, and
we're also looking into replacing the
pool lights to allow for more evening
pool usage. Our website will be going
through some changes, and the up-
dates should be completed by the end
of the year. We welcome and encour-
age your attendance at our monthly
Board meetings... it's a great way to stay
informed about your Community!

There is an information Center
located on the north exterior wall
of our Country Lakes Recreation
Center.
