As we go into our second year as a 

Board, we are very satisfied with the 

progress we’ve made. One of our 

initial goals was to cut expenses in 

as many lines of the budget as possi-

ble. Aggressively bidding out jobs,  

negotiating new contracts, and help 

from volunteers has resulted in sav-

ings of over  $30,000 to our Associa-

tion’s budget, without any reduc-

tion in the quality of services that 

residents have come to expect. We 

pledge our continued diligence with 

prudent cost-cutting measures, and  

welcome suggestions from residents 

on any further money-saving ideas. 

While we had some transition 

issues early in the year due to 

changing management compa-

nies, we are back on track and 

business is running smoothly. Our 

Lake Task Force, headed by resi-

dent Terri Kmieck, is diligently try-

ing to resolve the problem of the 

collapsing wall and the adjoining 

spillway.  A Depth Study was con-

ducted last fall and they are now 

working closely with the Engineer-

ing firm of C.W. Courtney for rec-

ommendations on removing the 

wall and redesigning the shoreline, 

while meeting city requirements.    

Other business taken care of in-

cludes renewing our Service Op-

tion with Kaman & Cusimano.  

Attorney David Kaman has been 

very helpful to our Board  over the 

last few years, and especially dur-

ing our management company 

transition.  We also renewed our 

contracts with G & I Professional 

Maintenance and Metro Pools. Our 

Property Insurance coverage is 

now through Western Reserve 

Group, with many thanks going to 

resident George Pilat for obtaining 

quotes for us to compare. We ap-

preciate all the help given to us!

Weôre 

happy to report that demand for rentals of our Rec 

This Committee has been especially busy getting the 

Pool ready to open for the season, which will offi-

cially take place Saturday, May 23. Weekend hours 

through the end of May, as well as on Memorial Day, 

will be 11:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m., and will continue until 

mid-June when area schools let out. Starting     

Thursday, June 11, Weekday Hours will be 12:00 

noon - 9:00 p.m. and Weekend/Holiday Hours will  

be 11:00 a.m. - 9:00 p.m. Depending on weather 

conditions and Lifeguard availability, the Pool may be 

open additional days and hours before school vaca-

tions start in June and throughout the month of Sep-

tember.  Signs will be posted for notification. Newly-

designed wristbands will be required for admittance to 

the Pool. They will be issued and distributed at our 

Rec Center to all residents in good standing on    

Friday, May 15 from 10:00a.m.-2:00p.m. and on 

Tuesday, May 19 from 5:00p.m.-8:00p.m. Signs will 

be posted throughout the development as a reminder. 

Wristbands will only be issued to those who actually 

Center has greatly increased due to advertisements 

in the CLEW, letters sent to residents, and word-of-

mouth.
